Preparations

1. Install fire extinguishers and keep a supply of water on hand to put out fires that may break out after an earthquake
occurs.
2. Furniture that might fall over should be secured to the wall. Do not place heavy or dangerous objects on shelves or
other furniture.
3. Decide where to meet and how to make contact in case your family members are separated during a disaster.
4. Prepare the following emergency supplies:
@ At least a three-day supply of food and water, and if possible enough for one week
@ Portable gas cooker and extra fuel
@ Portable radio, flashlight, batteries, candles, matches, mobile batteries, etc.
@ First-aid and medical supplies, underwear, towels, portable toilet, etc.
@ Baby food and diapers for those families who have babies, etc.
@ Masks, disinfectants, thermometers, etc.

What to Do when an Earthquake Occurs

1. Immediately Get under a strong and sturdy and well-made desk because free-standing wardrobes or bookshlves
could fall and injure you.
2. When the shaking stops, shut off the gas main and extinguish any flames.
3. Secure an escape route by opening a door. Please be aware that doors are sometimes warped during an earthquake
and cannot be opened.
4. Do not rush outside. Because it could be dangerous due to glass from broken windows or debris from walls falling
from above.
. Be wary of rumors or other false information. Get accurate information by listening to the radio and television.
If you are driving a car, pull over to the left-hand side of the road, and wait to see what happens. Then, if possible,
find a place to park besides the street (parking lot, etc.). Follow any instructions provided by the police.
* If you are in a crowded place, such as a department store, theater, or underground shopping center, please keep calm
and do not panic.

Emergency Earthquake Alert

Emergency earthquake alerts are used to inform the public that shaking is about to occur before the strongest earth-
quake tremors start. Alerts are announced via TV and radio broadcasts, and you can also receive announcements via
your mobile phone. If you hear an emergency earthquake alert, take the appropriate evacuation measures. Your priority
should be to keep yourself safe.

When your home is safe and secure

Evacuation at home where you usually live in is desirable in every sense in terms of the prevention of infectious diseas-
es and mitigation of stress and heavy mental burden. To do so, however, you need to make your home safe and prepare
for a stockpile of foods and other necessities on a daily basis.

When and How to Evacuate

M You must evacuate when there is fire in your district and if there is danger of the fire spreading.

M You must evacuate when City Hall, the police or fire departments make an announcement telling you to do so.
B Walk when you are asked to evacuate. Do not drive your car.

M To prevent a fire from starting, it is wise to turn off the electric breaker of the switchboard.

Setagaya’s Childbirth Expenses Subsidy System

Setagaya City provides subsidies to help cover some

childbirth expenses for children born after April 1, 2023

(including some miscarriages, stillbirths, and bereave-

ments).

The guidebook named “Resident’s Tax of Tokyo’s 23 wards” shows the outline of the Resident’s Tax are distributed.

Income Tax (National Tax)

B An income tax is levied on the total annual income
of an individual. It is calculated by applying a tax
rate to the taxable income remaining after deductions
are made from the total income of one year.

M The final income tax report (kakutei shinkoku) is a
procedure for calculating the total income earned
from January 1 through December 31 of one year and
the taxes levied on that income. Tax adjustments are
made for any excess or shortage balancing the taxes
withheld and planned tax payments and submitting
the tax report by the deadline. The tax report period
for income tax is between February 16 and March 15
of the following year.

M Most salaried workers do not need to file a final re-
port, since their income tax is adjusted at the end of
the year by their employer. However, those who earn a
salary of more than ¥20 million or receive remunera-
tion from more than one source must submit a report.

M Even if you are not required to file for taxes, you may
qualify for a refund in one of the following instanc-
es: you paid a large sum in medical expenses; you
experienced a disaster or theft incident; you resigned
from a job mid-year and did not get another job.

National Health Insurance

What is National Health Insurance (Kokumin Kenko Hoken)?

National Health Insurance (NHI) is a public mutual as-
sistance medical system in which insurance premiums
are pooled to help cover medical expenses and ease
the financial burden on individuals in the treatment of
illness or injuries at medical facilities etc. A National
Health Insurance card is issued to all members.
Setagaya City distributes the “Guide to National Health
Insurance,” a booklet that provides explanations on the
system and procedures of the National Health Insurance
system.

National Pension

What is the National Pension Program (Kokumin Nenkin) ?

M The National Pension Program is a public pension system designed to guarantee a stable lifestyle for the elderly, dis-

abled and death.

M Everyone between 20 and 60 years of age who lives in Japan and is not enrolled in a welfare pension system is eligible.

However, those with “Medical Stay” of those whose status of residence is Special Activities, and those whose purpose

of stay is “tourism/rest” for less than one year are not eligible for enrollment.

M You need to pay monthly premiums throughout the enrollment period.
If you find it difficult to pay due to financial reasons, you can apply for the payment exemption or deferment system,

or Special Payment Plan.

M If you have paid pension premiums,exemption for 10 years or more and been enrolled in the welfare pension system,

you are eligible to receive an Old-Age Basic Pension from 65 years of age.

B Other benefits include the Basic Disability Pension, Survivor’s Basic Pension,Widow's pension and Lump-sum

Death Benefit.

Long-term Care Insurance

What is Long-term Care Insurance (Kaigo Hoken) ?

M This is a system whereby society as a whole supports
the long-term care of the elderly, providing services
which ease their anxieties and lessen the burden on
the individual person and his/her family, when long-
term care and support become necessary in everyday
life.

M The system is managed by the city with the premi-
ums paid by residents who are 40 years old and older
and public funds (taxes) used as revenue.

Medical Care System for Older Senior Citizens

What is the Medical Care System for Older Senior Citizens (Koki Koreisha Iryo Seido)?

The Medical Care System for Older Senior Citizens is a public medical insurance system for individuals aged 75 and

older, and individuals aged 65 and over with disabilities, aimed at mutual assistance.

Foreigners who are registered as residents are subject to the system.

* Persons not covered by the Medical Care System for Older Senior Citizens

» Persons rceiving public assistance

» Persons immigrating or residing with the purpose of receiving medical care, engaging in care for persons receiving
medical care (medical activities), for travel or recuperation

» Persons have been issued a certificate enabling use of Japanese medical facilities from their home country due to
social welfare agreements between Japan and the country

Health Insurance Card and Benefits

M Those who are eligible can receive an Older Senior Citizen Health Insurance Card.

M The portion of fees borne by eligible individuals at medical facilities is 10%, 20%, or 30%. The amount differs ac-
cording to income.

M Fees for a single month will not exceed a predetermined upper limit.

B If medical fees for a single month are very high, expenses exceeding a predetermined upper limit will be reim-
bursed.

M Meals for in-patients cost ¥460 per meal. However, this may be reduced for individuals with low income if they apply.

M Partial benefits such as medical expenses or funeral expense can be applied for.

Premiums

Insurance premiums are calculated by the following formula:

Annual insurance premium = [capita amount] ¥46,400 + [income amount] (Income — ¥430,000 (if the total income is
¥24,000,000 or less)) x 9.49%

The maximum limit for annual insurance premium is ¥660,000.

If your income from the previous year was low, your premium may be reduced.

Method of Payment

Premiums can either be paid by automatic deduction from pension payments (special collection), or direct payment us-
ing the payment coupon provided by the city or via bank transfer (ordinary collection).

Raccoons and masked palm
civets are known to nest inside human dwellings, so
check vents and spaces between walls and the roof and
cover them up.

Collection of Recyclable Resources and Garbage at Garbage Collection Sites

In Setagaya, garbage is separated into combustible and
non-combustible items, and recyclable resources (waste
papers, glass bottles, cans, and PET bottles).

Note that recyclable resources (used papers, glass bot-
tles, cans) and plastic bottles are each disposed of sepa-
rately. Be sure not to mix these.
The designated collection day for combustible garbage,
noncombustible garbage, recyclable resources and plas-
tic bottles differs according to area. Please put out gar-
bage on the designated collection day by 8:00 a.m. (for
combustible garbage: 7:00 a.m. for Sangenjaya Station,
and parts of Shimo-Kitazawa Station areas) Garbage
that is not separated or disposed of in the designated
manner may not be able to be collected.

*In principle, the garbage will be collected even on

rainy days, but the work may be delayed or canceled

in case of stormy weather.

*Garbage is not collected on Sundays, but collected on
national holidays.

*The collection schedule for December 29 — January
3 will be publicized in the Municipal Newsletter
“Setagaya” and other channels..

*Note that fees apply when you dispose of large
amounts of trash (about four 45-liter bags or more)
generated from a move, etc., or if you dispose of gar-
bage on a day other than the day specified for that type
of garbage. Consult with the Waste Collection Office
that is responsible for your residential district before-
hand.

*The collection of general office waste is charged. For
details, consult with the Waste Collection Office that
is responsible for your residential district.

Collection of Recyclable Resources at Stores and Public Facilities

Milk cartons, plastic bottles and styrofoam food trays
are collected at convenience stores and super markets
with designated boxes. Please inquire at each store for
details.

Plastic bottles, white and colored/patterned styrofoam

food trays, clear plastic containers for food, used cook-
ing oil, newspapers, and small household appliances are
collected at District Administration Offices, Communi-
ty Branch Offices and Residents’ Centers.

How to Sort and Dispose of Recyclable Resources and Garbage

Used Paper
Please take them to the designated recyclable resources
and garbage collection site. Collection is once a week.

* Newspapers (including flyers)

*Magazines (magazines, books, textbooks, thick
paper, confectionery boxes, tissue paper boxes, cat-
alogs, pamphlets, wrapping paper, memo pads, note-
books, etc.)

* Paper cartons (The inside must be white; the contain-
er must be for 500 ml or more; and there must be a
recyclable “Paper” mark.)

* Corrugated cardboard

*“Newspapers, magazines and paper cartons” and
“corrugated cardboard” are collected separately by
the respective collection vehicles. Please put them
out by 8:00 a.m. of the designated collection day.

* Separate Styrofoam used as cushioning materials in
cardboard boxes as combustible garbage.

* Dispose of pizza boxes, detergent boxes, and paper

soiled by oil, or that smells, together with combusti-
ble garbage.

* Please bundle with string according to each category.
* Please put loose paper in paper bags, or sandwich be-
tween the pages of a magazine or other paper items.
* Paper cartons can also be placed in a paper bag for

disposal.

Glass Bottles
Please take items to the designated recyclable resources
and garbage collection site. Collection is once a week.
* Glass bottles for beverages and food (alcoholic bev-
erages, juice, energy drinks, jam, etc.)
* Please rinse items and place only glass bottles in the
yellow container at the collection site.
* Please dispose of glass bottles in the container after
removing them from the plastic bags you used to car-
ry them.

* When appropriate collection containers are not pro-
vided, place the items in bags which can look inside
from the outside and leave them at the designated
recyclable resources and garbage collection site.

*Cans that contained substances other than food and
drinks, emptied spray cans, and metal other than
cans should be discarded as noncombustible garbage.

* Please empty cans of all contents before recycling.

Combustible Garbage
Please take it to the designated recyclable resources and
garbage collection site. At the incineration plant, mate-
rials will be burned and effectively used to create heat
energy. Collection is twice a week.
*Place items in lidded containers (90€ or less) or gar-
bage bags which can look inside from the outside.
* Please do not place the garbage in corrugated card-
board boxes.

Noncombustible Garbage
Please take it to the designated recyclable resources and
garbage collection site. After selectively recycling met-
als contained in small appliances and items of metal,
etc., at the noncombustible garbage relay station, these
metals are recycled. Other noncombustible garbage is
crushed at the Noncombustible Garbage Handling Cen-
ter, and metals are collected as recyclables and used as
landfill. Collection is twice a month.
*Place items in lidded containers (90€ or less) or gar-
bage bags which can look inside from the outside.
*Be sure to use all spray can and cigarette lighter con-
tents, and place these items in a bag separate from
other noncombustible garbage.

Please do not pierce these containers, which is very
dangerous.

Plastic Bottles
Please take items to the designated recyclable resources
and garbage collection site. Collection is twice a month.
* Plastic bottles with the PET mark for beverages (cold
drinks, alcoholic beverages, milk-based drinks, etc.)
and cooking ingredients (soy sauce, noodle soup
base, mirin, seasoned vinegar, etc.)
*Take off caps and labels, rinse and empty bottles,
crush and put them in transparent garbage bags.
*Caps and labels, plastic bottles other than those
with the PET markings, PET bottles that cannot be
cleaned, and containers for oil, detergent and medi-
cines are to be separated and disposed of as combus-
tible garbage.
* Place sharp items, such as hypodermic needles, in a
plastic PET bottle before disposal.

Dog registration and notification of change of address for dog owners

Dog owners are obligated to register their dogs and have their dogs vaccinated against rabies once a year as specified

by the Rabies Prevention Act.

1. Dog registration, death and change

() Dog registration
When you start keeping a dog, please change the registration information on the microchip through the Ministry of
the Environment’s database “Microchip Registration of Pet Dogs and Cats.”
If your dog cannot have a microchip, you need to register your dog at the Setagaya Public Health Center and receive
a dog tag.
In either case, a processing fee will be charged.

(2)Dog related notifications
If the dog has a microchip and the information of the owner, etc. is registered on the Ministry of the Environment’s
database “Microchip Registration of Pet Dogs and Cats,” please complete procedures such as changing the pet-own-
er’s address (including relocation overseas), death of the dog, etc. through this database.
If the dog is registered with a dog tag, please notify the Setagaya Public Health Center, Civic Affairs Counters of
District Administration Offices, or Community Branch Offices.
If you have moved in from outside, you need to bring the dog tag and inoculation tag for rabies received at the pre-
vious address to the Setagaya Public Health Center, Civic Affairs Counters of District Administration Offices, or
Community Branch Offices.
Some procedures can be done online. Check the Setagaya City website for details.

2. Notification of inoculation against rabies
The dog owners need to have their dog inoculated against rabies once every year, and bring the tag for the certificate
of inoculation issued by the veterinarian to the Setagaya Public Health Center, Civic Affairs Counters of District
Administration Office, or Community Branch Offices. The fee is ¥550.

Automobiles and Traffic Rules

Key Traffic Rules

1. Pedestrians
M Pedestrians must walk on sidewalks where available, and on the right side of the road in locations with no sidewalks.
B When crossing the road, use crosswalks or pedestrian bridges.

2. Bicycles

M Bicycles must be ridden on the left side of the road.

M Bicycles may be ridden on sidewalks if the sidewalk is designed to allow bicycle use, or if the rider is under the age
of 13, aged 70 and older, or physically handicapped.

M When riding on the sidewalk, bicyclists must give the right-of-way to pedestrians and go slow on the side closest to
the road.

Il When riding a bicycle, the following actions are prohibited: riding under the influence of alcohol, riding with more
people aboard than the bicycle is designed to carry, riding alongside another bicycle, riding while holding an open
umbrella, and riding while using a smartphone or mobile phone.

M Please do your best to wear a helmet when riding a bicycle. Children under the age of 13 must wear a helmet when
riding a bicycle.

M All riders must enroll in bicycle liability insurance

3. Automobiles

M Drivers must have a driver’s license to drive an automobile.

l Do not drink alcohol before driving an automobile.

l Automobiles must be driven on the left side of the road.

M When riding in an automobile, all passengers must wear seatbelts.

M Operation of smartphones, mobile phones, etc. is prohibited while driving. Do not look at screens such as car
navigation while driving.

Bicycle and Motorcycle Parking

Never Leave Bicycles and Motorcycles Unattended
Bicycles and motorcycles should not be left on streets
or sidewalks near stations because they impede the safe
passage of pedestrians and could hamper emergency re-
sponse efforts in times of disaster.
