We conduct counseling, such as when entering the school or helping students decide
their future, which is applicable for children who have returned from overseas and children
of foreign nationality who are transferring to a municipal elementary/junior high school.

We dispatch assistants for those elementary and junior high school students who have
just returned/moved to Japan and cannot speak/understand Japanese. These assistants
provide personal guidance on Japanese-language at the school where the child/student
is enrolled. The total amount of guidance is 36 hours for elementary school students and
40 hours for junior high school students.

4 Dispatching interpreters (for guardians)

We dispatch interpreters when schools wish to contact/explain something to guardians,
when there is a parent-teaching conference or other occasions when an interpreter is needed.
